Steps to change direct speech into reported speech:

1- Change the reporting verb-according to type of sentence of reported speech.

2- Remove commas- use conjunction- according to type of sentence of reported
speech.

3- Change the verb of reported speech- according to tense of reporting verb.

4- Change the personal pronouns in reported speech.

5- Always use full stop (.) at the end.

There are two ways of what people have said:-

Direct Speech: We can use the actual words of the speaker to report what he has said. This is
called Direct Speech. For Example- Malini said to me, “I like dancing.

Indirect Speech: We can report what people have said without using the actual words of the
speaker. This is called Indirect Speech. For Ex-Malini told me that she liked dancing.

Future Tense: In Future tense, ‘will is changed into ‘would’ and ‘shall’ into should.

For eg-

Direct Speech-Ram said to me, ‘I will have been playing cricket for two hours”.

Indirect Speech- Ram told me that he would have been playing cricket for two hours.

INTERROGATIVE SENTENCES:

Rules:-
1) The reporting verb is changed into ‘asked’ or ‘enquired’.
2) No conjunction is used when the sentence begins with question words such as,
‘What’, ‘Which’ etc.
3) We use ‘if’ or ‘whether’ as a conjunction if the sentence begins with verbs like, “is’,
‘am’, ‘do’, ‘were’, ‘will’ etc.
Direct Speech Indirect Speech
eg-1) He said to me, “Where do you stay”? He asked me where | stayed.
2) My mother said to me, “Is it raining?” My mother asked me whether it was
raining.

EXCLAMATORY SENTENCES:

Rules:

1) The reporting verb is changed into, ‘exclaimed’, ‘applauded’.
2) In most of the cases that is used after the reporting verb.

IMPERATIVE SENTENCES:
Rules:

1) The reporting verb is changed into request, ordered, advised etc.
2) Words like, ‘please’ and ‘kindly’ are removed from indirect speech.
3) Put ‘to’ after the reporting verb.

eg-1) The teacher said to Dhruv, “keep The teacher ordered Dhruv to keep quiet.

TOPIC-2- PHRASE AND CLAUSE

Clause and phrase are two important terms in English grammar. Clause and phrase are parts of
a sentence. A clause is a group of words that consists of a subject and a verb. Examples: ...
A phrase is a group of words that does not consist of a subject and a verb.

CLAUSE EXAMPLE-

1) The boy is playing.
In the above simple sentence, boy is the subject and playing is the verb so the part boy is
playing is a clause because it has both subject and verb.

2) Sara smiled.
Consider the above example; you will notice that these two words make complete sense and is
understandable. It consists of a subject and a verb thus it is a clause.

PHRASE EXAMPLE-

1) On the wall, in the water, over the horizon.

All of the above examples are parts of different sentences which are void of a subject and verb
thus they are classified as phrases.

A clause and a phrase may co-exist in a sentence. For example;

He is playing in the field.
He is playing is a clause (subject+verb) and in the field in a phase.

Another easy way of remembering the difference between a phrase and aclauseis that
a phrase does not make complete sense on its own and requires the help of other words to make
it a complete sentence.

Take the above example, if you findin the field written somewhere alone, you will be
very confused about its meaning and will be unable to understand it. Thus, a phraseis a set
of words that does not make up a complete and understandable sentence by its own.

How important are dates:
“History is certainly about changes that occur over time”.

1. History is synonymous with dates.

2. We compare the past with present.

Which Dates:

1. Selection of date depends on the story of past.

How do we Periodise:

1. James Mill divided the Indian history into three periods: Hindu, Muslim and British.

What is colonial:

1. When the subjugation of one country by another country leads to change in social,
culture, economic and political sphere,it leads to colonisation.

2. British rule brought about changes in values and tastes, customs and practices.
How do we know Administration:

1. One important source is the official records of the British administration.

2. The British felt all important documents and letters needed to be preserved.

3. Specialized institutions like archieves and museums were established to preserve
important records.

4. Administrative source only represents half of the picture as they all were written and
maintained by British officials.

5. Several other sources studied together give a better picture of administration.
Sources of Information:

1. official records, letters, memos, surveys, newspapers, magazines, autobiographies,
reports, experiences of travellers, novels and poems are some important sources of
information of British rule and atrocities.



2. The practice of surveying became commone under colonial administration.’

3. Surveys like botanical zoological, archaeological, anthropological and forest survesys
were in the list of British administration.

4. Sources kept and written by both Indians and British studied together represents several
aspects of British rule and their efforts to modernise or subjugate Indian population.
