A figure of speech isaword or phrase that possesses a separate meaning from itsliteral definition.It can be a
metaphor simile, designed to make a comparison. It can be the repetition of aliteration or the exaggeration
of hyperbole to provide a dramatic effect.

In truth, there are awealth of these literary tools in the English language. But, let's start out by exploring
some of the most common figure of speech examples.

Figures of Speech

Figures of speech lend themselves particularly well to literature and poetry. They aso pack a punch in
speeches and movie lines. Indeed, these tools abound in nearly every corner of life. Let's start with one of
the more lyrical devices, alliteration.

Alliteration

Alliteration is the repetition of the beginning sounds of neighboring words.
Examplesinclude:

She sells seashells.

Walter wondered where Winnie was.

Blue baby bonnets bobbed through the bayou.

Nick needed new notebooks.

Fred fried frogs' legs on Friday.

Anaphora

Anaphorais atechnique where several phrases or verses begin with the same word or words.

Assonance

Assonance is the repetition of vowel sounds (not just |etters) in words that are close together. The sounds
don't have to be at the beginning of the word.

Enjambment, derived from the French word enjambment, means to step over, or put legs across. In poetry it
means moving over from one line to another without a terminating punctuation mark. It can be defined as a
thought or sense, phrase or clause, in aline of poetry that does not come to an end at the line break, but
moves over to the next line. In ssimple words, it is the running on of a sense from one couplet or line to the
next without amajor pause or syntactical break.

Transferred Epithet

A transferred epithet is afigure of speech in which amodifier (usualy an adjective) qualifies a noun other
than the person or thing it is actually describing. In other words, the modifier or epithet is transferred from
the noun it is meant to describe to another noun in the sentence.

Transferred Epithet Examples

An example of atransferred epithet is: "I had awonderful day.” The day is not in itself wonderful.
The speaker had a wonderful day. The epithet "wonderful" actually describes the kind of day the speaker
experienced.

Antithesis

Antithesis, which literally means “opposite,” isarhetorical devicein which two opposite ideas are put
together in a sentence to achieve a contrasting effect.

For example:

“ Setting foot on the moon may be a small step for aman but a giant step for mankind.”

The use of contrasting ideas, “asmall step” and “agiant step,” in the sentence above emphasizes the
significance of one of the biggest landmarks of human history.

Speech is silver, but silenceis gold.

Patience is bitter, but it has a sweet fruit.

Money isthe root of al evil: poverty isthefruit of al goodness.
Y ou are easy on the eyes, but hard on the heart.
