CHAPTER 9- ALGEBRAIC EXPRESSIONS AND IDENTITIES
Learning Outcomes:

1. To help the students recall the concept of algebraic expressions

Terms, Factors and Coefficients

Term: Each expression is made up of terms. A term can be a signed number, a variable, or a constant

multiplied by a variable or variables.

Factor: Something which is multiplied by something else. A factor can be a number, variable, term, or

a longer expression. For example, the expression 7x(y+3) has three factors: 7, x and (y+3).

Coefficient: The numerical factor of a multiplication expression that contains a variable. Consider the
expression in the figure above, 2x+4y-9. In the first term 2x, the coefficient is 2, in the second term 4y,
the coefficient is 4.

Constant: A number that cannot change its value. In the expression 2x+4y-9, the term 9 is a constant.

Monomials, Binomials Trinomial and Polynomials

Monomial: An algebraic expression consisting only one term is called a monomial.
Examples: x2y, -5xy?

Binomial: An algebraic expression consisting two terms is called a binomial.
Examples: y - 7x2, -6 + x2

Trinomial: An algebraic expression consisting three terms is called a trinomial.
Examples: 1 + x + x2, -1 + 22 -2z2x2, 3x + 2y — z

Polynomial: A polynomialmay contain any number of terms, one or more than one.

Addition and Subtraction of Algebraic Expressions

In addition of algebraic expressions while adding algebraic expressions we collect the like terms and
add them. The sum of several like terms is the like term whose coefficient is the sum of the coefficients

of these like terms.

1.Add:6a+8b-7c,2b+c-4aanda-3b-2c

Classification of Resources

Coal, Petroleum and Natural Gas are exhaustible natural resources. They are
fossil fuels. Fossil fuels are fuels that are formed by fossils (or dead remains) of

living organisms.
What are fuels?
A fuel is any substance that releases large amounts of energy in the form of heat and light when it is

burned. For example, coal and petroleum are fuels.

Why do we need fossil fuels?

Fuels are required for different purposes such as:

. Transportation: fuels are used to run different vehicles such as cars, trucks, motorcycles, trains,
airplanes etc.

Cooking: fuels are needed for cooking. For instance, LPG is used in urban areas while

firewood, coal and cattle dung is used in rural areas.
Heating: fuel is also used to generate heat

Electricity production: different fuels such as coal, petrol, natural gas and diesel are used to
generate electricity in power plants

Industrial usage: many industries use fuels for different purposes such as producing
electricity, running their machinery and heating

Rockets and other space vehicles: fuels called propellants are used in rockets that help

in launching the space vehicles
What are the characteristics of a good fuel?

The characteristics of good fuel are:

It should be economical.

It should be available easily

It should not emit poisonous gases on burning

It should produce large amounts of heat with respect to its mass (it should have a high calorific

value)

It should be easy to transport and handle

It should not produce a bad odour

It should be clean and should not produce many ashes

It should not ignite easily at room temperature

Formation of Coal
Over millions of years, coal is formed through different biological and geological processes on dead and

decaying plant matter.

Coal mainly contains carbon. The process of conversion of dead vegetation into coal is called

carbonisation.
Coal comes from a coal mine.

What is the composition of coal?

o Coal consists of hydrogen, carbon and oxygen and sulphur (small amount).

What is coal mining?

o Coal is extracted from the ground with a process called mining. Coal Mining can be of two types:

1. Opencast Mining: Mining in which coal is extracted from near the earth’s surface

2. Underground Mining: Mining in which coal is extracted from deep inside the earth’s crust

The Company Become the Diwan

The East India Company became the Diwan of Bengal, on 12 August 1765. As
Diwan, the Company became the chief financial administrator of the territory under its
control. The Company needed to administer the land and organise its revenue
resources. It needed to be done in a way that could yield enough revenue to meet the

growing expenses of the company.
Revenue for the Company

The Company’s aim was to increase the revenue to buy fine cotton and silk cloth as
cheaply as possible. Within a span of five years, the value of goods bought by the
Company in Bengal doubled. The Company, before 1865, purchased goods in India
by importing gold and silver from Britain. Now it was financed by the revenue collected
in Bengal. Artisanal production was in decline, and agricultural cultivation showed

signs of collapse. Then in 1770, a terrible famine killed ten million people in Bengal.
